The Four Artistic Processes
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RESPOND: Explore and Understand

e  What dance moves have impact? Why do you think the choreographer chose them?
e  What do you notice about patterns, levels, tempo and mood of the dance?

CONNECT: Relate to the artwork

e Ifyou could interview the choreographer or the dancer, what questions would you ask?

e  What do you think the dancer 1s feeling? Do you feel an emotion in the dance, such as
anxiety, tension, or restlessness?

CREATE: Make your own art

e  Write a poem or short essay reflecting on the way the dance makes you feel, or a subject
similar to that depicted by the dance.

e Draw or paint an artwork or take a photograph that has a subject similar to that depicted by
the dance.

e Imagine you are the choreographer who created the dance. Write what they might say to
describe their reason for choreographing the dance, from their point of view.
