Lesson Focus / Goals:

Cabot Yerxa made postcards through the art of printmaking. He used the postcards to
send mail to his friends and to promote his endeavors. Students will make their own
postcard design and print it. They can even send it to a friend or family member.

Materials Needed: Learning Objectives:
Styrofoam — plates, containers, etc. Creating

Tempura Paint or Water soluble printing ink Anchor Standard Three:

Brayer or large paint brush Refine and Complete Artistic Work
Paper to print on

Pencil . -
Scissors Student will create an original artwork

Cookie sheet based on the work of Cabot Yerxa, using
the skill of printmaking.

Structure / Activities:

Instructions:

Cut the rim off the styrofoam plate.

Place the stryrofoam circle on top of a sheet of tracing paper, and trace around the circle.
Remove the plate.

Draw a picture or design on the copy paper. Avoid small details that will disappear when printed.
Tape the drawing on top of the plate.

Retrace your drawing, pushing hard enough to press into and make a mark on the plate.
Remove the paper.

Retrace the drawing on the styrofoam plate, creating deep grooves in the plate.

Roll a small amount of paint onto the cookie sheet,and then roll the paint over the plate.
Cover the plate with a piece of copy paper, and press it down firmly with your whole hand.
Remove the paper to reveal the printed magic.

Repeat as desired.

Assessment:

Was the student able to create a design of their choice and print it?
Did the artwork have recognizable characteristics?
Did the student talk about their artwork with the viewer and explain artistic choices?
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
