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Grade: 2nd - 6th Grades Subject: Visual Art
Topic: Drawing Lesson: Two Faced Portraits
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Lesson Focus / Goals:

Cabot Yerxa was an artist, and he made friends with many other artists. One of those friends was an
indigenous artist named Semu Haute, who gave him a statue, depicting two faces. He called it
Ah-ah-ota, which means Two Faced White Man in the Chumash language. Students will create a
portrait, that shows two views of a face, in the cubist style of Picasso.

Materials Needed: Learning Objectives:
. Creating
pencil Anchor Standard Three:
black marker pen Refine and Complete Artistic Work
paper or card Student will create an original artwork
paint or colored marker pens/pencils based on the art collection of Cabot Yerxa,
using the skill of drawing.

Structure / Activities:

Instructions:
Begin by drawing an outline of a face on you paper or card, using a pencil.

You can split your face in half, following Picasso’s style, to show your person looking straight at you
AND in profile (looking to the side). Go over the pencil with black marker to define it.

Then use paint, colored pencils or marker pens to add color.
Break up your picture into blocks, in the cubist style.

You might like to use bold colors, perhaps using the same colors you have seen on the "Examples"
page.

Assessment:

Was the student able to create a portrait?
Did the artwork have two distinct views of the face and bright colors?
Did the student talk about their artwork with the viewer and explain artistic choices?
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
